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Events in Stuttgart: 

Stuttgart Carnival Parade 

20th of February 2007, Beginning: 01:30 p.m.


The highlight of the carnival in Stuttgart is the traditional carnival parade on “Carnival Tuesday”. Stuttgart is part of the Alemannic carnival, that’s why the groups show traditional wooden masks and figures like witches, wine ghosts, etc. 

The Parade starts at 1:30 p.m. and has a route trough the whole city of Stuttgart. A good place to see the parade is for example the market place (“Marktplatz”) in front of the town hall and the Palace place. But you should come in time to get a good place.
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Please use the public transportation to see the parade. The city will be full of people and especially the parking garages in the city will be closed from 12:00 a.m. to 05:00 p.m. because they are located at the route of the parade.




Winter and the City: Carnival traditions


“Dirty Thursday” - Weiberfastnacht

The “Dirty Thursday” is the beginning of street carnival in Germany every year. This day is also called “Weiberfastnacht”, the carnival day of the women. At 11:11 a.m. the women get the keys to the town hall from the mayor, a symbolic act to start the street carnival in Stuttgart. Afterwards the women will celebrate carnival the whole day. 
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Men should be aware on the “Dirty Thursday”! Please wear only old or disliked ties, because women are allowed to cut men’s ties at this day, even in the office! 

“Berliner” , “Fastnachtkrapfen”
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“Berliner” are special biscuits, you can buy in baker’s shops during carnival time. They are made of yeast paste and deep-fried. You can buy them with or without cherry yam inside.




Good to know…..San´s Sandwichbar


Stuttgart has a new hot spot in the City: You should try out “San´s Sandwichbar” in the “Eberhardstraße” or at the Palace Place (“Schloßplatz”). Sandwiches, very good soups, softdrinks or coffee – the perfect place to spot a lunch.
